Pedestrian Crosswalks at Highland Road and S. Campus Drive 
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Goals

•Promote safe alternative modes of travel

•Establish LSU campus as model community that promotes transportation alternatives

•Encourage proactive transportation leadership by students, faculty, and staff

•Promote collaborative approach by LSU entities, the Alliance for Responsible Transportation, and other community organizations

•Identify barriers to alternative modes

•LSU already promotes pedestrian access and mass transit options

•Large percentage of student, faculty, and staff population already use alternative modes of travel on campus

•Infrastructure for pedestrians and bikes exists throughout campus and along major connectors to off-campus locations

•LSU Master Plan seeks to “encourage alternative modes of travel”

•Many opportunities to involve LSU organizations in campus improvement projects
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Nicholson Drive Bike Path

Objectives of Preliminary Field Reconnaissance
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Example of well-marked crosswalk at Ceba Lane and S. Campus Drive (use of reflective signage; bold crosswalk striping; good wheelchair access; “STOP for pedestrian in crosswalk” sign)

•Identify how existing infrastructure can be improved to provide better and safer access to pedestrians and cyclists

•Recommend measures that are relatively inexpensive and easily implemented 

•Identify how LSU can improve upon its existing maintenance program for bike/ped and mass transit infrastructure

•Recommend future areas of collaboration for the promotion of alternative travel modes

Where are the problem areas?
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Poorly-marked crossing on Ceba Lane (only mid-block crossing on Ceba Lane; crosswalk paint faded; curbing on opposit e side serves as barrier to wheelchair access; no pedestrian crossing signage)

Poorly-marked crosswalk on Nicholson Ext. near CEBA Building (pedestrian signage is not reflective; pedestrians and crosswalk difficult to see at night; no “STOP for pedestrian in crosswalk” sign; no speed limit signs in front of CEBA Buildin g; no reflectors at crosswalk)

No designated crosswalks or sidewalks at Nicholson Ext. and Ceba Lane
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Bridge at W. Lakeshore and Corporation Canal affords no access for bikes or pedestrians
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One of several dangerous curves along W. Lakeshore Drive with no “no passing” signs, no curve warning signs, and no solid centerline striping to discourage passing

No sidewalks, signs, traffic lights, or pavement markings to notify automobile drivers of dangerous intersection at W. Lakeshore Drive and S. Campus Drive (intersection is in curve and medians often confuse drivers)
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Dangerous curve in front of sorority houses on W. Lakeshore Drive with no “no passing” signs, no curve warning signs, and no solid centerline striping to discourage passing

Recommended Improvements to Roadways
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Dangerous curve on Dalrymple Drive near Indian mounds with multiple intersecting roads, a crosswalk, no “no pas

Dangerous curve on Dalrymple Drive near Indian mounds with multiple intersecting roads, a crosswalk, no “no passing” signs, and no curve warning signs or signals

No provisions for access by pedestrians or cyclists crossing at E. Parker and S. Campus Drive

Recommendations

Crosswalks

•Provide crosswalks at critical pedestrian crossing locations (see photos; additional areas include crossings near Vet School and the Pete Maravich

Assembly Center)

•Re-paint pavement striping for crosswalks

•Provide pedestrian crossing signs with reflective

surface

•Provide “STOP for Pedestrian in Crosswalk” signs at all designated pedestrian crosswalks

•Provide wheelchair ramps on both sides of street for all designated crosswalks

Recommendations

Roadways

•Provide signage to warn automobile drivers and cyclists of dangerous intersections and curves

•Install “Share the Road” on campus streets

•Re-evaluate and modify centerline striping in curves to discourage passing

•Install additional speed limit signs, step up speed limit enforcement, and evaluate potential traffic calming measures for Nicholson Extension and W. Lakeshore Drive

•Evaluate partial or complete closure of W. Lakeshore Drive during peak recreational hours

•Enforce adherence to campus traffic regulations by pedestrians, cyclists, and automobile drivers
